In these days of inefficient waste manage-
ment, our palliative clinic in Thrissur city
has envisaged and taken the lead in treating
wastes responsibly and at source. Instead of
putting the onus of handling and disposing
off the wastes to the Corporation, our clinic
has put up an incinerator and biogas plant to
dispose off plastic waste and biodegradable
waste respectively. Medical Waste Manage-
ment has been in place since a long time,
being managed by an agency IMAGE, based
in Palakkad.

Managing plastic wastes had been a ma-
jor problem. Burning in open air releases
harmful fumes and disposing of burnt and
half - burnt residues was a big headache. This
problem was fully solved by the Incinerator
installed outside the premises by AIM En-
gineering and Consultancy Services (Ad-
dress: Ollur Industrial Estate, Thrissur. Ph:
9020858007 and 9846478599). Thefunds
for this was generously donated by Mr. Iqbal
(Home Plus, Thrissur) and Mr. C.L. John
(Thrissur) and Smt. Ammukutty E
(Thrissur).

The Biogas Plant releases fuel for cook-
ing (sufficient for 2 hrs) and the slurry is used
as fertiliser for plants planted in the vicinity.
The Biogas Plant has been kindly sponsored
by the Professors of Kerala Agricultural
University, Thrissur.

We offer our heartfelt appreciation to all
the sponsors involved in this venture. Hats
off to the fund raising team  too.

TREATING WASTES
RESPONSIBLY
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After the school year ended and the last school
bell rang, I packed my bags and was ready to do
something different. When I had come to India the
year before, I had worked as a volunteer in Pain and
Palliative Care  (PPC) Society, Thrissur and under-
went the training for it. After spending two months
in PPC last year, I wanted to come back this year
also and take care of the patients again. After join-
ing PPC this year, I had the opportunity to work in
the Physiotherapy Unit. There I could interact with
patients of different personalities and understand the
different circumstances they became paraplegic. I
was able to interact with a few patients about whom
I have written below.

One of the patients with whom I have interacted
was 47yr old female patient named K. She was di-
agnosed to have a tumour in her spinal cord. She
had severe pain in her back and was taken to the
hospital. She has been bed ridden for 4 yrs since
then. Before diagnosing that she had a tumour in
her back. She used to work with her family to take
care of their farm. Now she lives with her husband
and mother in law. She told us that she was grateful
to her husband for taking care of her through these
tough times. Although she is paralysed from hip to
toe she tries to do her primary needs herself. She
even  enjoys hobbies like jewellery making. K even
told us that whenever she comes to PPC, she is part
of the family. Even the volunteers at PPC feel that
she has a very jolly personality.

Another of the patients I encountered was 24 yr
old A who got involved in a motorcycle accident
years ago. Before this accident, A used to work as a
professional photographer. He was under treatment
in Jubilee Mission College. He was then admitted
in the PPC clinic IP for more than a week. He has
been coming for physiotherapy for the last two
months, and is now able to open his eyes though  he
is unconscious.

Furthermore, I also met Mr. S, who comes to the
clinic four days in a week. A few years ago, he be-
came paralysed after a stroke. Now he is gaining
confidence to live on his own.

There are also some patients who have become
paraplegic due to their carelessness. J who is an 18yr
old BCom student became paralysed when he took
out his bike when he did not have a license.  After
the accident he was paralysed from hip to toe.

I also met a 32 yr old advocate, A who became
paralysed due to an early childhood problem. He
met with this incident when he went to a shop to get
refreshment. As soon as he drank the beverage he
fell unconscious and was immediately sent to the
hospital. After reaching the hospital they realised
he had a severe brain injury. Just after months of
improvement from the previous accident, he fell
again and this time it caused more damage. One side
of his whole body had become paralysed and he was
admitted in PPCS again. He was discharged from
IP and now he regularly comes for exercise.

There are also some patients whose profession
puts them in dangerous situations like N. He fell
from a tree 25 yrs ago and was admitted in a Medi-
cal College. He was a rubber tapper. After I took a
picture of him and gave it to his mother, she was
very emotional and said “When you look at him now
it does not seem as if he has any problem”.

This Physiotherapy Unit is open three days in a
week. Most of the patients stay there for three days.
They are transported to the clinic by the vans owned
by PPC. During their stay patients are visited by
many volunteers and are given more attention to their
needs. The physiotherapist, Mr. Ajesh conducts dif-
ferent exercise depending on the injury. There are
two types of injuries: Head Injury and Spinal Cord
Injury. In the case of head injuries, the opposite side
is paralysed so during, the course of three months
patients are given exercises to create minor move-
ments in one side of their body. If the injury is caused
due to dislocation, the patient most likely will not
be able to come back to full recovery and move
again, but they can still remove the stiffness from
their arms.

The patients I have described above, all have
different stories, but hope for the same rehabilita-
tion, to gain more control of their body.

Dendritic cell therapy uses the body's own den-
dritic cells to boost the immune system against can-
cer cells. The therapy got FDA approval for pros-
tate cancer early last year; for other cancers, it is
still at an experimental stage. Dendritic cell therapy
is often preferred for patients who have failed to
respond to conventional therapy, including surgery,
chemotherapy and radiation. Chances of side effects
are nil because you are using your own body's cells.

The main function of dendritic cells is to pro-
cess antigen material and present it on the surface
of other cells of the immune system. The primary
goal of dendritic cell based therapy is to use the cells
to boost anti tumour immunity through effector cells
that attack tumours. The therapist first harvests den-
dritic cells from peripheral blood and cultivates them

in the lab. About 1million cells are needed for a
single shot of therapy. It takes a week to bring up
these cells in the sterile condition. The therapy is
administered intravenously for 20-25 minutes. The
patient may have mild fever or feel tired for a day
after taking the injection.

A single dose costs Rs: 25000. A patient has to
take a dose every 20 days for the first four months,
followed by a dose once every six months. The dose
frequency depends on the cancer type.

“The therapy not only improves the lifespan, but
also improve the quality of life,” says Dr. Jamal A
Khan, Director of the Institute of Cellular Therapy
at Noida. The therapy is at an experimental stage
and therefore its efficacy is not time tested.

Dendritic Cell Therapy
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For many years I worked in palliative care. My
patients were those who had gone home to die. Some
incredibly special times were shared. I was with them
for the last three to twelve weeks of their lives.

People grow a lot when they are faced with their
own mortality. I learned never to underestimate
someone's capacity for growth. Some changes were
phenomenal. Each experienced a variety of emotions,
as expected, denial, fear, anger remorse, more denial
and eventually acceptance. Every single patient found
their peace before they departed though, every one of
them, when questioned about any regrets they had or
anything they would do differently, common themes
surfaced again and again. Here are the most common
five:

1. I wish I'd had the courage to live a life true to
myself, not the life others expected of me

This was the most common regret of all. When
people realize that their life is almost over and look
back clearly on it, it is easy to see how many dreams
have gone unfulfilled. Most people have not honored
even a half of their dreams and had to die knowing
that it was due to choice they had made, or not made.
It is very important to try and honor at least some of
your dreams along the way. From the moment that you
lose your health, it is too late. Health brings a freedom
very few realize, until they no longer have it.

2. I wish I didn't work so hard
This came from every male patient that I nursed.

They missed their children's youth and their partner's
companionship. Women also spoke of this regret. But
as most were from an older generation, many of the
female patients had not been breadwinners. All of the
men I nursed deeply regretted spending so much of
their lives on the treadmill of a work existence. By
simplifying your lifestyle and making conscious

choices along the way, it is possible to not need the
income that you think you do. And by creating more
space in your life, you become happier and more open
to new opportunities, ones more suited to your new
lifestyle.

3. I wish I'd had the Courage to express my feel-
ings

Many people suppressed their feelings in order to
keep peace with others. As a result, they settled for a
mediocre existence and never became who they were
truly capable of becoming. Many developed illnesses
relating to the bitterness and resentment they carried
as a result. We cannot control the reaction of others.
However, although people may initially react when you
change the way you are by speaking honestly, in the
end it raises the relationship to a whole new and
healthier level. Either that or it releases the unhealthy
relationship from your life. Either way, you win.

4. I wish I had stayed in touch with my friends
Often they would not truly realize the full benefits

of old friends until their dying weeks and it was not
always possible to track them down. Many had be-
come so caught up in their own lives that they had let
golden friendships slip by over the years. There were
many deep regrets about not giving friendships the time
and effort that they deserved. Everyone misses their
friends when they are dying. It is  common for anyone
in a busy lifestyle to let friendships slip. But when you
are faced with your approaching death, the physical
details of life fall away. People do want to get their
financial affairs in order if possible. But it is not money
or status that holds the true importance for them. They
want to get things in order more for the benefit of those
they love. Usually though, they are too ill and weary
to ever manage this task. It is all comes down to love
and relationships in the end. That is all that remains in
the final weeks, love and relationships.

5. I wish that I had let myself be happier
 This is a surprisingly common one. Many did not

realize until the end that happiness is a choice. They
had stayed stuck in old patterns and habits. The so-
called “comfort' of familiarity overflowed into their
emotions, as well as their physical lives. Fear of change
had them pretending to others, and to their selves, that
they were content. When deep within, they longed to
laugh properly and have silliness in their life again.

When you are on your deathbed, what others think
of you is a long way from your mind. How wonderful
to be able to let go and smile again, long before you
are dying. Life is a choice. It is YOUR life. Choose
consciously, choose wisely and choose honestly.
Choose happiness.
